In this lesson we learn the following;
1) The dual in the accusative and genitive cases: We have leamt in Book 1 the dual
in the nominative case, e.g.:

O\/y'-f uJ/ ‘I have two brothers.’

OGS O & v (3 ‘There are two large rooms in my house.’

We have learnt that the normal nominative ending is ‘-u’, the accusative ending is
‘-a’, and the genitive ending is -i’, e.g.:

S’:ﬂ S ;;\F ‘Where is the teacher?”  (al-mudarris-u)
:_,d )Al\ I T asked the teacher.’ (al-mudarris-a)

J)m L ‘I said to the teacher.”  (al-mudarris-i)

But the dual has different case endings. The nominative ending in the dual is ‘-ni’,
and the genitive and accusative ending is ‘-aini’, e.g.:

OYL, Old»  “These are two riyals.’ (riyal-Ani)
